• Liaison with other units on the proper care of patients with diabetes mellitus and other endocrine problems, especially with the cardiology, cardiosurgery, cerebrovascular and emergency units.

• Liaison with diabetes educators, dieticians and other health professionals.

•  Provision of proper care to patients admitted for the investigation of endocrine disorders.

• Supervision of a resident on rotation.

• Attendance in outpatient clinics in diabetes, endocrinology, pituitary, disorders.

• Supervision of undergraduate students

The Department of Endocrinology provides inpatient care and consultative services on clinical problems related mostly to diabetes mellitus, obesity and less frequently to general endocrinology, pituitary disorders.

There are 26 beds in the conventional ward and 6 in the One Day-hospital. You and a second registrar will be responsible for the the conventional ward. Three residents work in the ward under the registrars' supervision.
